International Hotel
Tenants Still Face
Eviction:

The State Supreme Court has given the
International Hotel Tenants Ass'n a stay of execution
until Sept. 17, when it will decide to grant a hearing
or let the eviction proceed. For 8 years, over 80
elderly Chinese and Philipino working class tenants
of the International Hotel in Chinatown (SF) have
organized for decent low-income housing. They have
fought the big corporations and government
re-development agencies' plans to maximize real
estate profits while forcing out low-income people
Mayor Mosconz has publicly recommended that the
City use its power of “eminent domain" to buy the
Hotel and arrange to sell it back to the Tenants Ass'n
But this plan is based on many "ifs”; the tenants want
everyone to know that there is no guarantee this
possibility will stop the eviction

Supporters are urged to call the Mayor at 558-3456
and the Commissioners of the Housing Authority at 673
5800. Demand that they on and act
quickly on a long-term solution that is acceptable to the

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What Happened in Chile:

On September 4, 1970, Salvador Allende
was democratically elected president of Chile
Allende was the candidate of the Popular Unity
or Unidad Popular coalition of six leftist polit-
ical parties. The program of the UP stated
I'he fundamental chore the government of the
people has before it is to end the domination of
the imperialists, the monopolists and the land-
holding oligarchy and to begin the construction
of socialism in Chile."

In order to implement this program, eco
nomic changes were given top priority. In 1970,
over $1 billion of U.S. capital was invested in
Chile, mostly in the copper mines, Chile's great-
est natural resource. Much of the profit from
mining the copper flowed out the country—
Chilean control was minimal. "They took the
copper and left the holes,” commented a Chi-
lean miner at the time. Within seven months of
Allende’s election, most of the textile, iron,
automobile and copper industries as well as
60% of the banks were nationalized

At the same time, a short-term economic
plan stimulated production and limited infla-
tion. Wages were increased up to 60%, while
most prices were fixed. Workers were guaran-
teed jobs and unemployment decreased from
7.2% to 3.9%. Industries controlled by the gov-
ernment were run by workers elected from
their workplaces

The UP introduced new social service pro-
grams to fight poverty, disease, and malnutri-
tion. In December, 1970, free distribution of
V2 liter of milk to every child began. A peoples’
health train traveled through the southern prov-
inces giving free medical treatment to peasants
In the countryside, the agrarian reform pro-
gram was intensified. The largest landholdings
or latifundias, were broken up and redistrib-
uted to the peasant population. The Popular
Unity government had a commitment to

women's equality. A national secretariat of
women was created to oversee the introduc-
tion of women into the Chilean workforce, so-
cial institutions and government. Establish-
ment of day-care centers and prepared meals
for working families helped to free women from
some of their family responsibilities

The key to the economic, political, and cul-
tural transformation of Chile was the high level
of involvement of the people. People were or-
ganizing to meet their needs, to build new
homes and schools, to distribute food, to create
a new society. Much of this spirit was ex-
pressed through the people’s culture that flow-
ered in the Popular Unity years—Songs, poems,
murals and posters.

The election of Allende caused immediate
reactions both internationally and domestically.
According to the New York Times, on Septem-
ber 15, 1970, then President Nixon, called a
meeting with National Security Advisor Henry
Kissinger, CIA chief Richard Helms, and Attor-
ney General John Mitchell. The subject of the
meeting was how to remove Allende from
power and destroy the UP government. Money
was no problem—$10 million had already been
authorized from the CIA's budget for this opera-
tion. Plans were then implemented through the
40 committee, a top security group in the U.S.
government, as well as through White Hpuse
contact with the Chilean military.

The CIA undertook funding and organized
Patria Y Libertad, a right-wing terrorist group
within Chile. This group was very active in or-
ganizing economic chaos. The Americdn Insti-
tute for Free Labor Development, the CIA-
financed international arm of the AFL-CIO, set
up anti-communist training programs for Chile-
ans from about 100 unions, especially those in
transportation and communications.

Another important factor in the eventual
overthrow of UP, was the international block-
ade of Chile. While Allende was in office, Chile
received no new loans from the World Bank or
the Inter-American Development Bank. After
the nationalization of copper, it was impossible
to get credits from the Export-Import Bank. Pri-
vate banks followed suit, and by 1972 only $35

million in credits were granted compared to
$220 million in the past. By September, 1973,
Chile was in economic chaos. The entire coun-
try and the coalition government had become
polarized. While the UP controlled the execu-
tive branch, the opposition still had the major-
ity in Congress as well as judicial support. This
power was used to block government initia-
tives and withhold funds. Thus much of the UP
program could not be properly implemented.

On September 11, 1973, a military junta
seized power in a bloody coup, with U.S.-
supplied jet fighters strafing the President's
palace and U.S.-supplied gunboats standing
by. President Allende died in the fighting. Since
then, three years of military rule have cost the
Chilean people: 30,000 killed, 150,000 arrested,
1200 disappeared, 100,000 exiled, 25% unem-
ployed, and 30% starving in this nation of 10
million. An estimated 5,000 to 8,000 political
prisoners remain in concentration camps suf-
fering inhuman conditions and torture. Nation-
alized industries have been returned to their
U.S. owners, land reforms have been reversed,
and civil rights have been destroyed under the
dictatorship.The U.S. has given over $1 billion
in economic assistance since the coup, and
sold $200 million in arms.

International Solidarity:

The Popular Unity government had its roots in
the Chilean working class, a progressive force
with a high degree of organization and mili-
tance. Although basic trade union rights such
as free assembly, free elections, collective
bargaining and strikes are totally disregarded,
the labor movement is still active, openly and
clandestinely. In March, 26 unions, represent-
ing 200,00 workers, demanded a fair minimum
wage from the junta. After a work stoppage in
the port of San Antonio, protesting longshore-
men watched their five elected union leaders
shot. Nevertheless, sabotage, open protest,
and underground organizing continue.

In other countries, workers' organizations
have made their solidarity felt. Italian copper
workers boycotted Chilean copper for a week
in February, and Italian auto workers have re-
fused to process Chilean copper. Auto and
transport workers in Finland decided to boy-
cott all products arriving from or destined for
Chile. British workers have opposed export of
arms and machinery to Chile. Many other na-
tional and international trade union organiza-
tions, including some in the U.S., have con-
demned the junta and called for a total boycott.

On a more symbolic level, the U.S. people
have put moral pressure on the junta by expos-
ing and demonstrating against the Chilean ship
Esmeralda. This 4-masted schooner was used
as a floating torture center immediately after
the coup. On “‘goodwill tours" of U.S. ports, it
has met mass demonstrations in Oakland, New
York, and Baltimore.

In securing information on prisoners in Chile,
finding asylum for refugees, and exposing the
torture in the junta’s jails, U.S. organizations
have made concrete gains. Several groups are
putting pressure on Congress to allow more ref-
ugees to enter the U.S. (now limited to 400 fami-
lies per year), and have coordinated letter-
writing protest campaigns to help save the
lives of particular political prisoners, or to at-
tract attention and support for the many lesser-
known prisoners.

What you can do:

Send letters and cables of protest over viola-
tions of human rights in Chile, especially of
political prisoners. They should be sent to
